He is the editor
of Duniyazad, a literary journal of new writing and contemporary
issues in Urdu.

He is a founder member of the
Karachi Literary Festival. For his distinguished work, he was
awarded the Prime Minister’s Literary Award by the Pakistan
Academy of Letters in 1997 and the Tamgha-i-Imtiaz by the
Government of Pakistan.
